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In Ontario, there is tremendous interest in managing riparian zones as a potential way to mitigate wood supply shortfalls. However, there are also concerns about potential environmental damage of managing riparian zones and their relationship to changes in climate. This speaker will discuss carbon cycling and fluxes at the watershed-scale for a boreal mixedwood forest located in the White River Forest. He will describe the development of a riparian research network (RIPNET), organized through the University of Guelph, that includes various university, government, and industrial partnerships. The focus of this network is to develop a science-based strategy for riparian zone management in Ontario, based on ecological, socio-economic, and physical parameters, such as carbon flux within forested watersheds. The work is currently funded by the MNR and the Sustainable Forest Management Network (SFMN), as well as industry partners.
